5) Business Arising from the Previous Minutes:
5.1) (Kennels —item 5.1)

Elaine reported on the Information Meeting concerning the zoning bylaw
amendment for kennels that took place at 7:00 pm, on November 8, at the
Field Road offices of the SCRD. Several weaknesses in the proposed
zoning bylaw were pointed out. For example, the meeting did not
address the kennel regulation bylaw which we felt should go hand in
hand with the zoning bylaw. Greg Grebka tried to answer as many
guestions as he could but did agree there were many good questions
which he could not answer.
Carolann stated that a questionnaire was passed out to all who attended
and that minutes were taken of the proceedings. A report will be
generated and submitted to the SCRD Board.

5.2) (Subdivision Process — item 5.2)
Donna has communicated with Judy Skogstad and Paul Thompson
concerning the subdivision process. Specifically, she inquired of the



provisions for informing neighbours of the proposed development(s).
The answer is that subdivisions have to be advertised and a sign (made
by the proponent) with the legislated information be placed in a
prominent site on the property under consideration.

Trails Open House

6.1.1 35 people attended the Trails open house on November 15th at the
Roberts Creek School. A two page questionnaire was handed out.

6.1.2 Donna has pointed out to Randy Udahl that $15,000 for trail
development had been promised to Roberts Creek, not a lesser
amount. Randy will bring a report before the SCRD Community

Services Meeting on November 17th recommending that these
funds be designated to the Creek as had been originally
promised.

Bike Lanes Donna reported that the Cycling Initiatives Project of the
Provincial Government has been re-instated. The deadline to apply

for funding for projects to be completed before March of 2007 is the end
of January 2006. Matching funds up to $250,000 are available to the
Regional District for transportation cycling. (Note this project is not for
recreational cycling.)

Greenshores The Greenshores project is due to begin in January
2006. The tides are low enough then to do the work required. A
coordinator is needed. Joan Higgs may be able to do that job.
Germaine has volunteered to help. The project is to be finished by the
end of April and hopefully some good guidelines will be generated. See
attachment #3.

Transportation Issues  The unofficially named Lemon Road is being
de-activated by the Ministry of Forests. In order to alleviate concerns for
people trying to access the properties in the area The Department of
Highways will extend Byng Road and maintain it. Highways is only
taking this step because the access from Lemon onto the Highway is so
dangerous.

Land Resource Management Plan (LRMP)

6.5.1 The SCRD will invite political people (decision makers?)

In response to some questions raised at the APC and the OCPC I am forwarding some text sent to me judy
Skogstad to both groups.
ALR
The ALR review required is in the area covered by the Roberts Creek OCP - the information is on the SCRD
Web Site - under Community Services, Planning & Development, Official Community Plan Reviews and
Land Reserve Applications. The resolution of the Board was the following:

"Subject to the rights of individuals to continue to make applications, the Regional District in principle does
not support Agricultural Land Reserve Non Farm use, Subdivision or Exclusion applications in the Roberts
Creek Official Community Plan area until the Regional District has completed a public review of the policies
in the Roberts Creek Official Community Plan respecting the Agicultural Land Reserve and, if required as a
result of the review, has amended the Roberts Creek OCP."

Public notice re:Subdivisions (This is response to a question about subdivisions which do not violate any
terms in the OCP or other bylaws and don't require a public hearing)

Our Fees and Procedures Bylaw requires that within 10 days of submitting an application for subdivision, an
applicant to post a notice sign on the land that is the subject of the subdivision application. Paul T. has
advised me that this has not necessarily been happening - so it is an issue that we need to follow up on.

Our bylaw also requires a public information meeting for an application of a subdivision comprising more than
10 hectares of land or the creation of 10 or more lots. For these meetings, property owners are notified within
100 metres of the land subject to the sudivision and an ad must be published in the local newspaper at least one
week and not more than two weeks before the public information meeting. This has been occurring- for
example, we just had a public information meeting for two subdivisions (adjacent to each other) in Electoral
Area A. We do not tend to get these types of subdivisions in Area D.

Knowing that | have drafted up a
proposed plan for the Robert's Creek case example based on the full budget that we submitted. It is
attached as a word document. Remember this is just a DRAFT document for you to consider and
provide comment on. | wrote the objectives based on our initial conversations, but that was so long
ago that | likely have missed something. Pls review the objectives and the proposed process....an
initial site visit and meeting with key interested parties, development of the Green Shores alternatives
and approach, reporting and outreach at a community workshop ....... and see how that sits with you.

| will be the key contact for the Robert's Creek case example on behalf of the Green Shores team,
John Readshaw, a coastal Engineer with Sandwell Inc will work with me on coastal design issues and
Gretchen Harlow will represent the BC Stewardship Centre who are sponsoring the overall project.

1. The local Champion for Robert's Creek - a person who will help coordinate the site visit, community
involvement and outreach workshop organization.

2/. What do you see as the "area" scope of the project? | used 10km of shoreline in our proposal,
could you give me a quick sketch of the area of interest that | can transfer to a hydro graphic chart
(Fax 250 383-0103). Also your input on the degree of effort to be spent on the Robert's Creek
breakwater issue vs.. residential shore would be appreciated.

3. Your input on the proposed time line. As usual funding for these kinds of projects gets confirmed
just at the beginning of the night-time only low tide cycle. The next useful daylight low tides (and
they are not very low) is around January 2006. Ideally we would like to do the site visit earlier than
that, but your comments re timelines would be appreciated.

I am looking forward to getting started on this project, I'm really glad we have a Sunshine Coast case
example as there appears to be such great support for Green Shores in your area.
