1)  Opening and Check-in.  Norma arrived at 7:15

2)  Agenda: The 11 item agenda distributed on January 16, via e-mail, was 
adopted (attachment #1).
  
 3) Approval of Previous Minutes:  Revisions were suggested for items 6.2 and 

7.2.  Suzy motioned that the revised minutes be accepted.  The motion was 
seconded by Sheila and approved.  David will send out the amended 
minutes to all members.  Mark will post the minutes on the General Store 

Notice Board.  (Action:  David and Mark)

4) Correspondence:  
Two letters were sent:
1) To SCRD Board re. Nicholas Simons letter (attachment #2)
Note: Donna expressed her disappointment that the Board did not 
accept Mr. Simons offer.  However she raised the broader concern of 
what role the Board should play in dealing with conflict resolution 
and leadership in the community.  This topic will be discussed at the 
Board’s Corporate and Administrative Services Committee meeting 
in April.
2) To SCRD Board re. Provincial Cycling Initiatives Project.
(attachment #3)

5)  Business Arising from the Previous Minutes:
5.1) (Trails – Item 6.1) Mark gave a brief report on trail development.  
He said that the SCRD has $15,000 remaining from the 2005 budget for 
R. Creek trails this year. More funding is expected from the 2006 Budget 
not yet approved.  January to March are the best building times for the 
SCRD Parks crews, as other activities in the Spring and Summer take 
precedence.

Two projects have been given the go ahead:  
1)  Doris Road right of way.  This trail will connect to the Hunter 
Road beach access and will connect Park and Margaret Roads.
2)  Clough Road beach access



5.2 (Cycling Paths – Item 6.2) Donna reported on The 
Provincial Cycling Initiative Project.  She said that the SCRD 
had hired a consultant to ask for matching funds.  The money 
allotment from the SCRD hasn’t been determined yet.  The 
Board will not be able to meet the January 31 deadline, set by 
the Province.  However, since the matching funds from the 
Province aren’t in place until May, the Board will ask for a 
deadline extension.  The next Board meeting to discuss the 
issue is January 31.

5.4) (Greenshores – item 6.3) Mark (Roberts Creek project 
coordinator) gave a updated report on the Greenshores project.  
- Brian Emmett, (Director of the Marine Environmental 

Division of Archipelago Marine Research Ltd.) and a project 
engineer (John) did a foreshore survey on January 4, 2006.  
They spent 6- 8 hours examining the shoreline and the pier.

- 25 Ð 30 people attended the public information meeting that 
same night.  Brian re-iterated the 7 goals of the project 
(attachment #4).

- Donna and Brian met with Judy Skogstad (SCRD).  
- Judy, Brian, and Donna next met with the person in 

charge of building permits (Manley) for information on 
current foreshore building regulations.  He stated that if a 
wall is over 4’ it must have a permit prior to being built.  A 
survey has to be included with the application.  However, 
there appeared to be some confusion as to how the 
surveyors determine the high water mark.  Much 
discussion followed about tightening up the 
permits and or appropriate bylaws so this surveying 
process wouldn’t be so “hap hazard”. Donna will talk 
further with Judy about how to bring clarity to 
this permitting process. 

6) New Business:
6.1 Letter Writing Policy 

6.1.1 Letterhead

6.1.3 Word Processing and File Saving
Michael will attempt to sort out common word processing and file 
saving formats.  Unless there are problems, he suggests we all 
use Microsoft Word and save files as Word documents.  Macs 
have problems with rich text formats.  (Action: Mike)

6.2 WebSite Graham motioned that the secretary send the final 
approved monthly minutes to  HYPERLINK "http:/
www.robertscreekcom" www.robertscreekcom for posting.  The 
motion was seconded by Suzy and was approved.
(Action: David)

6.3 Telus Cell Tower An application has been made to have a cell 
tower erected on DL 1562.  Currently this lot is not zoned for this 
use.  A rezoning application will be required and this may take 6 
months to a year to complete.

6.4 RCOCP Brochures   We still have 500 brochures in 
storage.  All members were to think of ideas for their distribution.  
Two suggestions made so far were to look into giving some to the 
Welcome Wagon and to local real estate agents. (Action:  All)

6.5 Traffic Issues
6.5.1 Turning into Cliff Gilker Park It was noted that if one is 

travelling east it is currently illegal to turn into Cliff Gilker 
Park. Before a turn can occur there must be a break in the 
painted traffic lines.

6.5.2 Reflector Lights on Highway Curves  It was noted that 
the curve opposite Cliff Gilker Park is dangerous to navigate 
in dark, inclement weather conditions.  David motioned that 
a letter be written to Don Legault (Ministry of Highways) 
asking that reflector lights, similar to the ones in Davis Bay, 
be installed on the cement barriers, on the Coast Highway, 
in Roberts Creek.  Copies of the letter are to go to Donna 
and Gary Nohr (SCRD Transportation Committee).  Jim 
seconded the motion and it was approved.  
(Action:  David)

7) Director’s Report
Note:  DonnaÕs report included many of the items above (underlined 

boldface).  Below are additional items.
7.1 Status of the Pier A structural engineering report is now being 

written. Recommendations should be forthcoming. 
7.2 Local Resource Management Plan (LRMP) Local high school 

student, Olivia Kingsbury, has collected over 1000 signatures 
requesting a moratorium on logging on Mt. Elphinstone until the 
LRMP process is completed.  Evidently the petition is not in an 
approved format.  MLA Simons will be approached to see what 
creative solution he can come up with so the petition can be 



presented to the proper authorities.
7.3 Mt. Elphinstone Park Proposal  Nancy Wilkin, assistant deputy 

minister, environmental stewardship division of the Ministry of 
Environment has sent a letter to the SCRD Board rejecting their 
request to have 1500 hectares on Mt. Elphinstone designated as a 
provincial park.  

7.4 Restructuring West Howe Sound, Gibsons and Elphinstone
The financial implications of a possible restructuring into one 
municipality will be discussed at the BoardÕs next corporate 
services meeting.

Meta-amphetamine Project  A grant application for $40,000 has been 
made to the Union of BC Municipalities for a coast wide meta-
amphetamine project.
Tourism Grants  The Board has issued a call for submissions for UBCM 
Community Tourism grants.
Heart of the Creek  H of C have applied for a variance to their parking 
space requirements and to modify their on site landscaping.  SCRD staff 
will examine the parking issue.  8 spaces will be permitted on a 
temporary basis, but if staff determine they are not all required some can 
revert back to open space.
Storm Water Management  Open Houses have been scheduled to 
discuss drainage and storm water issues in West Howe Sound, 
Elphinstone and East Roberts Creek.  The meetings will take place on 
Saturday, January 21, 2006 at: 1) Frank West Hall from 10:00 am to 
12:30 pm and 2) Cardinal Hall from 2:00 pm to 4:30 pm.
Rod and Gun Club  An application has been made for non farm use, in 
the ALR, high up Field Road, for the Rod and Gun club.
Regional District Tool Kit  Donna recommended that if you are 
interested in how Regional Districts work that you can access a great 
resource call the RD Tool Kit.  She herself is working through the 
information.  It can be found on the web at  HYPERLINK "http://
www.cserv.govt.bc.ca/lgd" www.cserv.govt.bc.ca/lgd (sic).

Highway Crossings – Hall Road.    Don Leagault (Ministry of Highways) 
says he will look into having a traffic light at Hall Road and the highway. 
Brascan A meeting is scheduled for Tuesday evening January 24, at 
7:30 pm in Roberts Creek School.  According to a letter, to Judy 
Skogstad, they plan to harvest parts of DL 2439.  Judy has sent them a 
return letter enumerating several District concerns.  Although this area is 
outside of the Creek it was felt this would be a good opportunity to discus 
future options when dealing with this company.
Donna’s Holidays Donna will be in India during the months of February 
and March.  Elaine, as her alternate, will be acting on her behalf as 
Director for Roberts Creek.

Dear Board Members:

On behalf of the Roberts Creek Official Community Plan Commission I would 
like to inform the SCRD Board of a motion that was passed at our last monthly 
meeting on December 14, 2005.  This motion passed unanimously.

Motion: The OCPC of Roberts Creek request the Regional 
Director for Roberts Creek (Area D) ask the SCRD Board to 
generate a proposal for the Provincial Cycling Initiatives 
Project for 2006, prior to the January 2006 deadline.  As 
matching funds of $250,000 are available and time is of the 
essence, the proposal should be based upon the existing 1996 
Regional Cycling plan which priorizes a bicycle path along 
Lower Road in Roberts Creek.

Note: Although the recommendation is for a cycle path on Lower Rd, the OCPC 
of Roberts Creek feels that cycle paths anywhere on the Coast are valuable and 
this opportunity for matching funds should not be missed.
